I.
Call to Order and roll call at 6:30 pm
a. Pledge of Allegiance



II. Call to the Public.  Brian Gilbert, representing Crimson Fire Apparatus, informed the board of the apparatus and equipment available from his company, distributed vehicle information, and requested the district consider purchasing vehicles from their company.  Lee Mays asked the board to consider relocating the SCBA equipment, for safety reasons, on any new vehicles from the cab to the rear compartment area. 
III. Consent Agenda.
a. A motion was made by Donna Heidinger to approve the consent agenda with changes as discussed and incorporated into the minutes of December 14, 2009.  Second by Michael Treece.  Vote 4 yes.  0 nays.  Motion passed.
IV. Reports and Updates.
a. The board members reviewed recent correspondence.  Donna Heidinger commented on the need to proof read district documents for spelling errors and recommended that at least two individuals review each document.  Michael Treece commented on the inaccuracy of a recent newspaper articles and questioned why he is reading about the size of the proposed facility in the newspaper without any prior discussion.

b. Chief Stoltenberg presented the December 2009 emergency response activity reports to the board members.    
c. Scott Butler presented the December 2009 financial reports and noted the report did not contain tax revenue numbers for the month.
d. Earle Ruhnke reported the purchase of the 1176 W. Magee property closed escrow and the appropriate documents recorded on Friday January 15, 2010.
V. Discussion and or Action items.

a. A motion was made by Donna Heidinger to approve Resolution 1-2010 authorizing the Chairman to sign and execute all necessary documents, representing the Mountain Vista Fire District, to purchase the property located at 1176 W. Magee Rd.


Resolution   1-2010

WHEREAS, A.R.S.48-805 (48-805.B.2) prescribes the fire districts ability to construct, purchase, lease, lease-purchase or otherwise acquire the following or any interest therein and, in connection with such construction or other acquisition, purchase, lease, lease –purchase or grant a lien on any or all of its present or future property, including (b) land, buildings, equipment and furnishings to house equipment and personnel necessary or appropriate to carry out its purpose.

WHEREAS, the district has identified and validated the property located at 1176 West Magee Road, Tucson, Arizona, 85704 (Parcel 225-48-0020-5) to be utilized as a fire station complex and desires to purchase this property. 

Be it resolved on January 18, 2010 the Mountain Vista Fire District authorizes the chairman of the district to sign and execute all documents and funding necessary to complete the purchase of this property, including any prior executed documents, deeds, and title records that was required to the close escrow as scheduled on January 15, 2010. Second by Jerry Phillips.  Vote; Earle Ruhnke yes, Jerry Phillips yes, Michael Treece yes, and Donna Heidinger yes.  0 nays.  Motion passed

b. A motion was made by Donna Heidinger to select WSM Architects to provide architectural services for the proposed facility at 1176 W. Magee Rd. Second by Michael Treece.  Michael Treece questioned the process utilized by staff to determine the general scope of the project. Scott Butler explained the process was the same one that was utilized by the district to identify the general size of the Shannon facility prior to the selection of the architect for that project. Director Treece stated he has a problem with the process and suggested the board hold meetings and discuss proposals and projects prior to any action. The board members then discussed the steps for the projects development and the terms of the contract addendum with Paul Mickelberg.  Vote; Jerry Phillips yes, Donna Heidinger yes, and Earle Ruhnke yes.  Michael Treece no.  Motion passed.
c. A motion was made by Donna Heidinger to select Pattison-Evanoff, LLC to provide materials and testing services for the Shannon construction project.  Second by Jerry Phillips.

Paul Mickelberg presented his comments and responded to the board members questions regarding the information submitted by the vendors.  Vote; 4 yes.  0 nays.  Motion passed.

d. A motion was made by Jerry Phillips to begin the process to retain a contractor for the Magee facility project and set a work study session for further discussion.  Second by Earle Ruhnke.  Vote; 4 yes.  0 nays.  Motion passed.
e. A motion was made by Michael Treece to schedule a work study session regarding the purchase of fire apparatus for the district.  Second by Jerry Phillips.  Vote; 4 yes.  0 nays.

f. Scott Butler presented a brief report on the status of the Foothills Annexation MOU and the timelines associated with the foothills annexation projects.  This report also included a discussion of the district’s current resources, community partnerships, political relationships, and the expected impact of this type of growth on district governance and management.  The discussion was then tabled to be resumed after the executive session.
g. (and h.) A motion was made by Donna Heidinger to table the discussions regarding the district policies and procedures and the district’s 2009 audit report and place both items on the February agenda.  Vote; 4 yes.  0 nays.  Motion passed

h. The discussion of District fire stations was tabled and will be addressed in the next work study session.

VI. A motion was made at 8:25 pm by Donna Heidinger to move to executive session.  Second by Jerry Phillips.  Vote; 4 yes.  0 nays.  Motion passed.

The board resumed regular session at 9:55 pm and the board resumed their discussion of item “f” regarding the foothills annexation project.
f. (item continued) A motion was made by Donna Heidinger to proceed with the preliminary planning and bring more information to the next meeting.  This item will be placed on the February 15, 2010 board agenda. Second by Jerry Phillips.  Vote; 4 yes.  0 nays.
VII. At 10:20 pm a motion was made by Donna Heidinger to adjourn the meeting.  Second by Earle Ruhnke.  Vote; 4 yes.  0 nays.  Motion passed.
