II. Call to the Public.  No public comments. 
III. Consent agenda.

a. A motion was made by Earle Ruhnke to approve the consent agenda.  Second by Meighan White.  Vote 5 yes. 0 nays.

IV. Reports and updates.

a. The board members reviewed the recent correspondence in their packets.

b. Earle Ruhnke updated the board on the recent on-site audit for the last fiscal year.

c. The construction permits for the Shannon facility are still being process by Pima County.  No other updates were available.
d.  i. Chief Tom Brandhuber presented the September 2009 response activity reports to the board members.

ii. Chief Brandhuber updated the board on the general scope of their recent labor/management agreement with their employees.

iii. Chief Brandhuber advised the board members of the estimated costs associated with implementation of the districts NIFRS reporting system and some estimated costs for equipping the response vehicles with computerized mapping systems.  The board directed staff to look further into the scope and cost of these projects. 
e. Scott Butler presented the September 2009 financial reports.

f. Jerry Phillips and Scott Butler updated the board members on the status of the Suffolk Hills Annexation project and the board members and the annexation project staff members discussed the need for additional properties and the timelines to complete the project by December 31, 2009.  

g.  Eric Hawkins provided an update to the board members regarding the status and timing of the legal challenge to the recent FDAT legislation. 
h. Eric Hawkins and Scott Butler updated the board on the escrow process and status of Pima County’s purchase of the easement on the Hardy property.  Additional property documents have delivered by staff to the Title Company but the actual funding and escrow closing date has not yet been confirmed. 
i. Scott Butler presented some information on the instillation of a Wireless network in the District office and was directed to coordinate the instillation with Jay Davis Consulting.

c. A motion was made by Michael Treece to accept the Administrative Chiefs job description and reports as written and amended by Eric Hawkins.  Second by Donna Heidinger.  Vote 4 yes. 0 nays.
d. A motion was made by Michael Treece to table the action regarding the request from Quest for an easement on the Hardy property and direct staff to provide a follow up report at the next meeting. Second by Donna Heidinger.  Vote 4 yes.  0 Nays.

e. Staff was directed to evaluate the replacement of the hydraulic rescue tool at station 76.
f. A motion was made by Michael Treece to approve the agreement with Presidio Engineering to complete the Due Diligence analysis on the proposed Magee property site subject to the elimination/revision of section 7 and 16 of the agreement as recommended by the Attorney.  Second by Jerry Phillips.  Vote 4 yes.  0 nays.

g. A motion was made by Donna Heidinger to direct staff to accept the Suffolk Hills Annexation petitions upon receipt of the Oracle Crossing petition, initiate the validation process with Pima County, and set the hearing date.  Second by Michael Treece.  Vote 4 yes. 0 nays.
