a. A motion was made by Meighan White to approve the consent agenda.  Second by Donna Heidinger.  Vote 5 yes. 0 nays.

IV. Election of Officers

a. A motion was made by Jerry Phillips to elect Earle Ruhnke as Chairman of the Board of Directors.  Second by Meighan White.  Vote 3 yes.  2 nays. Motion passed

A motion was made by Earle Ruhnke to elect Donna Heidinger as Clerk of the Board.  Second by Meighan White.  Vote 5 yes.  O nays.

A motion was made by Earle Ruhnke to elect Jerry Phillips as Treasurer of the Board.  Second by Donna Heidinger.  Vote 5 yes.  O nays.

V. Reports and updates.

a. The board members reviewed the recent correspondence in their packets and Earle Ruhnke provided a report on the recent annexation update presentation to the Town Council of Oro Valley.sd
b. The Shannon facility project is currently on track to complete the permit and subcontractor bid process during the week of December 7th.  The District should have the Guaranteed Maximum Price for the Shannon project from Lloyd Construction for approval at the December 14th meeting. 
c. Scott Butler reported on the status of the due diligence and financing of the proposed Magee property.  The report from Presidio Engineering should be delivered by the end of the week and the District has been pre approved by Zions Bank to finance the property.
d.  i. Chief Tom Brandhuber presented the October 2009 response activity reports to the board members.

e. Scott Butler presented the October 2009 financial reports and noted the October 2009 tax revenue information was not available and not included in this report. .

f. Jerry Phillips and Scott Butler updated the board members on the status of the Suffolk Hills Annexation project and the District Hearing for this project scheduled at 5pm on Tuesday November 17, 2009  

g.  Eric Hawkins provided an update to the board members regarding the status and timing of the legal challenge to the recent FDAT legislation. 
h. Scott Butler advised the board that the escrow process for the purchase of an easement on the Hardy property and final loan payoff for the Hardy property have been completed. 
i. Chief Tom Brandhuber and Scot Butler reported that the feasibility of implementing a computerized AVL system is still in progress as they try and determine the circumstance of integration in the Pima County Dispatch system.
VI. Discussion and or Action Items.
a. A motion was made by Meighan White to approve the annual renewal of the District’s Property, Casualty, and Liability Insurance with Koty-Leavitt Insurance Agency, Inc.  Second by Donna Heidinger.  Vote 5 yes.  O nays.

b. A motion was made by Jerry Phillips to approve the proposed Memorandum of Understanding with Rural/Metro Corporation regarding the feasibility study to annex the foothills area currently serviced by Rural/Metro.  Second by Donna Heidinger.  Eric Hawkins provided a clarification regarding the statutes identified on the document.  Chief Brandhuber indicated that Rural/Metro was prepared to authorize the Memorandum.  Vote 5 yes.  O nays. 
c. Eric Hawkins presented the amended policies and procedures document and the changes identified at the last board meeting for the purpose of creating this document.  

A motion was made by Meighan White to accept changes 1 thru 10.  Second by Donna Heidinger.  There was brief discussion of these changes with the attorney.  Vote 5 yes.  O nays.

A motion was made by Meighan White to change all “Super Majority” voting requirements as identified in the document to a “Simple Majority” voting requirement.  Second by Jerry Phillips. Vote 4 yes.  1 nay.  Motion passed.
A motion to adopt the policy and procedures as amended and direct the Attorney to complete the final document was made by Meighan White.  Second by Donna Heidinger.  Vote 4 yes.  1 nay.  Motion passed

d. A motion was made by Michael Treece to deny the proposal from Qwest for an easement on the Hardy property and direct staff to request a more comprehensive proposal from Qwest for the consideration at the next board meeting.  Second by Earle Ruhnke.  Vote 5 yes.  O nays.
e. A motion was made by Meighan White to approve the purchase of software and services from EnRoute Emergency Systems to implement the NIFRS reporting system.  Second by Earle Ruhnke.  Vote 5 yes.  O nays.
f. A motion was made by Earle Ruhnke to approve the purchase of the hydraulic rescue tool system from American-Genesis a cost not to exceed $21,004.  Second by Donna Heidinger. Earle Ruhnke advised the board members of the tools capability and compatibility with our current equipment.  Vote 5 yes.  O nays.

g. A motion was made by Meighan White to move the December meeting to December 14, 2009.  Second by Earle Ruhnke.  Vote 4 yes.  O nays.  Motion passed

h. Donna Heidinger made the motion to adjourn the meeting.  Second by Meighan White.  Vote 5 yes.  O nays.
