e. Scott Butler presented the Arizona State Fire Marshalls recent request to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding regarding fire inspections in the district.  Scott Butler recommended the district update the district’s agreement with Rural Metro to reflect the terms and conditions identified in the MOU and will have the associated draft documents for the next board meeting.

b. Regarding HB2285 (Fire District Assistance Taxes) a motion was made by Donna Heidinger to direct the district’s legal council to draft a letter that clarifies the districts position and correcting the false information contained within the HB2285 to the members of the Arizona State Legislature, Governors Office, Attorney General, Arizona Fire Districts, and media.  Second by Meighan White.  Vote 5 yes, 0 nays.
c. A motion was made by Meighan White to proceed with the development of an annexation project located within the Town of Oro Valley from Magee Road south contingent upon the authorized support of the Golder Ranch Fire District and the approval of the Town of Oro Valley.  Second by Jerry Phillips.  Vote 1 yes, and 4 nays.

d. A motion was made by Donna Heidinger to proceed with the development of an annexation project located within the Town of Oro Valley from Hardy Road south contingent upon the authorized support of the Golder Ranch Fire District and the approval of the Town of Oro Valley.  Second by Meighan White.  Vote 5 yes, and 0 nays.

e. A motion was made by Earle Ruhnke to approve the preparation and schedule a presentation to the Town of Oro Valley regarding a proposed annexation project located within the Town Limits.  Second by Donna Heidinger.  Vote 5 yes, 0 nays.
