I. Call to Order and roll call at 6:34 pm
a. Pledge of Allegiance



II. Call to the Public.  No public comments.
III. Discussion and or Action Items.
a. Action on the Hardy easement contract was tabled.
b. A motion was made by Donna Heidinger to adopt Resolution #3-2009 authorizing the lease/purchase agreement with Zions Bank for $3,000,000 to finance the construction of the fire station facility at 9310 N. Shannon Road. 

Resolution 3-2009: A resolution approving the form of the Lease/Purchase Agreement with Zions First National Bank, Salt Lake City, Utah and authorizing the execution and delivery thereof.


Whereas, The Board of Directors (the “Governing Body”) of the Mountain Vista Fire District (the “Lessee”) has determined that the leasing of the property described in the Lease/Purchase Agreement (the “Lease/Purchase Agreement”) presented at this meeting is for a valid public purpose and is essential to the operations of the Lessee; and


Whereas, the Governing Body has reviewed the form of the Lease/Purchase Agreement and has found the terms and conditions thereof acceptable to the Lessee; and


Whereas, either there are no legal bidding requirements under applicable law to arrange for the leasing of such property under the Lease/Purchase Agreement, or the Governing Body has taken the steps necessary to comply with the same with respect to the Lease/Purchase Agreement.



Be it resolved by the Governing Body of the Mountain Vista Fire District as follows:


SECTION 1.  The terms of said Lease/Purchase Agreement are in the best interests of the Lessee for the leasing of the property described therein.


SECTION 2.  The appropriate officers and officials of the Lessee are hereby authorized and directed to execute and deliver the Lease/Purchase Agreement in substantially the form presented to this meeting and any related documents and certificates necessary to the consummation of the transactions contemplated by the Lease/Purchase Agreement for and on behalf of the Lessee.  The officers and officials of the Lessee may make such changes to the Lease/Purchase Agreement and related documents and certificates as such officers and officials deem necessary or desirable, such approval to be conclusively evidenced by the execution and delivery thereof.


SECTION 3.  The officers and officials of the Governing Body and the Lessee are hereby authorized and directed to fulfill all obligations under the terms of the Lease/Purchase Agreement.

Second by Earle Ruhnke.  Vote 5 yes. 0 nays.

(Documents were then signed and notarized)

b. Construction documents are at Pima County for permitting.  After receiving comments from the County a review of the revised plans will be coordinated with the Architect and Contractor.

c. Chief Brandhuber discussed the July 2009 response activity and format of the report with the board members.

d. Scott Butler provided the July 2009 financial reports to the board. The board members discussed accounting reports and formats for the district.  
e. Scott Butler provided some background information on the scope and activities of a pension fund committee for the district.  This item will be placed on the next board agenda for further discussion.
f. The board members discussed the status of the current annexation project and activities associated with obtaining petition signatures from the business property owners.  The next petition circulation meeting is scheduled for Saturday August 22, 2009.

a. A motion was made at 7: 55 pm by Meighan White to move to executive session.  Second by Jerry Phillips.  Vote 5 yes.  0 nays.
Return to regular session at 8:20 pm.

VII. Discussion and Action Items.

a. The board members discussed the timing and formats of an Administrative Chiefs report and directed staff to obtain similar reports from neighboring fire districts for discussion at the next board meeting.  The board members then discussed the Draft Policies and Procedures of the Mountain Vista Fire District resulting in a motion by Earle Ruhnke to adopt the Draft Policies and Procedures.  Second by Jerry Phillips.  Vote 2 yes. 1 nay. 2 abstained. Motion did not pass. 
b. A motion was made by Meighan White to create a Treasurer (officers) position on the board of directors.  Second by Donna Heidinger.  Vote 5 yes.  O nays.  Selection of the Board Treasurer will be placed on the next agenda.
c. The Attorney was directed to compose the final document (Administrative Chiefs Contract) for approval at the next board meeting.

VIII. Adjournment.

a. A motion was made by Michael Treece to adjourn the meeting at 8:58 pm.  Second by Meighan White.  Vote 5 yes.  0 Nays.
