I. Call to Order and roll call at 6:00 pm  
II. Call to the Public.
a. Ben Tuchi and Jenny Johnson from the Tucson National Estates Homeowners Association spoke to the board about their concerns with the recent annexation of their property and the billing from both Rural Metro Corporation and the La Canada Fire District.  They arranged to meet with Michael Treece the following morning to further discuss their concerns and the circumstances regarding the annexation project.  
III. Consent Agenda.
a. A motion was made by Jerry Phillips to approve the consent agenda.  Second by Earle Ruhnke.  Vote 3 yes, 0 no.
IV. Reports and Updates.
a. Correspondence.  Michael Treece received a draft legal opinion regarding the title report on the property at Shannon and Overton.
b. Scott Butler updated the board members on the transition of the banking and warrant accounts to the new district.

c. Earle Ruhnke and Scott Butler updated the board on the time lines and documents regarding the property purchase.

d. Scott Butler advised the board members that the office build out is complete and utilities and equipment are in the process of completion.  The certificate of occupancy should be completed sometime this week.

e. Chuck Sweet presented the latest draft of the By-Laws and recommended the board consider scheduling a work study session on October 17th to complete any final changes to the document. 

f. Earle Ruhnke advised the board we are 99% done with the annexation project.  With one more round of help from our petition passers we should complete this project.

g. The board engaged in general discussion of their perceptions of the architects they have interviewed for the fire station projects.  

V. Discussion and or Action items.

a. Re-imaging of the EDITH house was tabled.

b. A motion was made by Earle Ruhnke to approve the Installment Purchase Agreement dated October 15, 2008 by and between Zions First National Bank and the Mountain Vista Fire District pending the opinion of legal Counsel.  Second by Jerry Phillips.  Vote 3 yes, 0 no.

c. A motion was made by Earle Ruhnke to approve resolution #3-9-08; Pursuant to A.R.S 48-820 and A.R.S 48-821 this resolution is to recognize the merger of the North Ranch/Linda Vista, Heritage Hills, and La Canada Fire Districts which created a new merged district on September 9, 2008 and identified the name of the new district as the Mountain Vista Fire District. 

Be it known that the merger of the districts requires that all equipment, assets and liabilities of the affected districts shall be transferred to the fire district created by the merger.  

And be it known that on January 31, 2008 the North Ranch/Linda Vista Fire District approved the annexation project known as the Lambert Lane Annexation and authorized the circulation of petitions.  This annexation project is still in progress and will end on or before January 30, 2009.


Be it resolved that the governing body of the Mountain Vista Fire District formally receives the Lambert Lane Annexation Project as part of the transfer of assets and liabilities from the North Ranch/Linda Vista Fire District and will proceed to complete the annexation project under the conditions and timelines required by A.R.S. 262 and those established by the North Ranch/Linda Vista Fire District.

Second by Jerry Phillips.  Vote 3 yes, 0 no.

d. A motion was made by Jerry Phillips to solicit proposals for architectural services from Welman Sperides Mickelberg Architects and DESA Architecture firms.  Second by Michael Treece.  Vote 3 yes, 0 no.

e. A motion was made by Jerry Phillips to approve the Amendment #2 funding ambulance services to the newly annexed properties.  Second by Michael Treece.  Vote 3 yes, 0 no.
VI. The next proposed meeting dates are for October 21, November 18, and December 16. 2008.

The board members also proposed a work study session for October 17, 2008.
